Organic Market — Dairy
Market update by Huw Bowles OMSCO

Continuing coverage of declining organic food sales in the UK,
together with on-going difficult economic times, re-enforce the
assumption that sales of more expensive products decline and will
continue to do so. Whilst it is correct that sales of organic food,
including milk, have reduced in the UK over the last couple of years,
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dros y ddwy flynedd diwethaf, ym mron pob gwlad arall yn y byd mae
gwerthiant cynhyrchion organig wedi parhau i dyfu. Ceir anghysondeb o
ran prisiau hefyd.

in almost every other country in the world sales of organic products
have continued to grow. On price there are further
contradictions. UK sales of Cravendale are nearly twice as much as
those for all organic milk combined, despite it being, in many cases,
more expensive that organic. Furthermore despite the premium over
standard milk, Cravendale’s sales are still growing. So even in the
UK there are premium products which are still growing. The lack of
growth of the organic market cannot therefore be about the price but
the actual or perceived value of the products. If you are trying to
persuade someone to spend more on a product you must convince
them that it is worth it and with more pressure on household incomes
you need a more convincing argument. If many consumers are
asked to describe farming systems they image them to be what we
know are organic production systems — happy cows out on grass, no
sprays and plenty of biodiversity. This is backed up by the marketing
presentation of standard food products, including milk, where all
cows are shown in fields even if many of them spend the majority of
the time indoors. As an organic sector, we are often criticised for
highlighting the reality of modern farming practices, but it is
impossible to persuade someone to pay more for something if they
think that the standard product already contains that additional
quality. It is a tricky balance to highlight the benefits of organic so as
not to denigrate the remaining 97% of UK agriculture, but other
countries are seeming to manage it and we should not accept the
assumption that as the recession continues, organic sales will
continue to fall.

Supply increases from on-going organic producers continue to
reduce the impact of the retirements and non-organic reversions,
which is delaying the impending supply crunch as there are virtually
no new dairy converters coming though the pipeline.

Organic Market — Meat and Livestock
Graig Producers

Nigel Elgar reports:

Organic lamb prices have eased in recent weeks on the back of
falling conventional prices brought about by a lack of confidence in
the financial situation of European markets. However, as processors
dropped the price of lamb, producers took the opportunity to wean
ewes and hold back supplies. The result is that current live market
prices have jumped and processors are struggling to fill orders, this
will in-turn help maintain organic prices.

Cattle prices remain firm and supplies of under thirty month organic
beef are increasing as summer grazers are starting to finish. Over
thirty month beef prices remain at an all time high with barren organic
cows for mince making as much per kilogramme as prime
conventional beef.

There is concern about the availability of Organic beef supplies in the
future and Graig Producers is working with other partners to address
the numbers of dairy bred beef calves leaving the organic supply
chain. A trial involving Graig Producers, OMSCo and a processor will
be assessing the issues and costs involved in finishing dairy bred
beef and hope to come up with a blue print for a system enabling the
maintenance of the organic status of dairy calves.

Demand for store lambs is increasing but we do need assurances
from processors about minimum pricing of lambs in the New Year.
Last year, because of a lack of any forward planning, processors not
only had to pay high prices for lambs but still could not fulfil demand.
A more strategic and co-operative approach, working with
independent producer groups, would help the processors guarantee
supplies and give store finishers confidence to invest.

Where does the time go to?

Here in Wales we are having a pretty good growing season.
Certainly enough rain but there is also enough heat in the soil and
sunshine to keep the crops moving on. Potatoes are lifting well with
very big yields; carrots are bulking up but primarily still at the
bunching stage.

First of the sweetcorn from the tunnels is hitting a very strong market,
unlike spinach, early kale and tomatoes which you can't give away.
There seems to have been a lot of problems with spider mite on mini
cucumbers and the damp, muggy weather is beginning to take its toll
on the quality of tomatoes and late strawberries with Botrytis rearing
its ugly head. August is a month for the brave, we all have to hold
our nerve and wait for the schools to go back and the days to grow
colder to get people buying vegetables again, every year we hope it
will be different but somehow it never is. The concern at the moment
is that with such a good growing year the market is going to have to
build fast in the Autumn to take the crops otherwise we are going to
see very low prices for the growers. | hate wishing time away but
August is not my favourite month!!

Be Organic and Proud - Tell Wales and the World your farm is
Organic

Wales’ first sign to let walkers and tourists know when the land under
their feet is organic has been launched. During The Royal Welsh
Show, The Better Organic Business Links Project (BOBL) introduced
their new bi-lingual ‘Tir Organig’ signs. Available free to certified
organic farms in Wales, the new signs can be used on fences, stiles
or stones wherever footpaths cross or run alongside organic land.

Nearly 8% of farmland in Wales is organic, almost double the amount
of land of that in neighbouring England. The signs offer a way of
empowering farmers who have worked diligently to gain certified,
organic status on their farms.

Sustainability Footprinting project

Over the past few months BOBL and Weir-tscs have been working
together with a range of organic businesses across Wales to look at
the whole supply chain — from bringing in raw materials through to
the delivery of final products to the end customer.

25 companies have been through an initial “ Healthcheck” which
reviewed how they compared to best practice and how they could
improve their business, and 10 of these also now have a
Sustainability Action Plan. The Plans set out how they can reduce
costs, reduce their environmental and other impacts, enhance their
business reputations to win more sales and hence ensure long term
survival.

Key learnings from the project include the need for more
collaboration across the sector, and to extend the concept of organic
into the wider area of sustainability. Output from the project includes
guidelines and information to help all organic businesses in Wales to
improve, and this will be backed up by a new on-line forum where
questions, ideas, and best practice can be shared. We will publish
more details about this work in future bulletins so keep an eye out for
it.
