Simple Solutions Award - farmers to be rewarded for
small scale green schemes

Environment Agency Wales and Farming Connect have
joined forces again for the second year running to
recognise and reward farmers who make small scale
changes to their farms in order to both improve profits
and benefit the local environment. The winner will
receive professional advice (to the value of £1,000) from
a Farming Connect approved consultant along with
£1,250 from Environment Agency Wales to carry out
further environmental improvements on their farm. A
runner up will receive a £750 grant for works on their
farm.

Examples of the schemes that could apply for the

Nigel Elgar reports:

Increasing supplies of new season organic lamb is
affecting the price with it expected to steadily decline
over the coming weeks from an historic high (although
not if you factor in inflation!). One processor is still
importing New Zealand organic lamb and is therefore
only paying conventional prices and not selling onto an
organic market, whereas another processor whose
customer is committed to UK supply is paying a healthy
premium for organic lamb.

Beef remains in short supply, both OTM and UTM cattle
are in strong demand. Over thirty month beef is
receiving at least £3/kg, being driven by the demand for
mince. Whilst organic lamb sales have dropped slightly
over the last 12 months the demand for beef in the year
up to May 2011 grew by almost 30% and is expected to
continue growing.

Are we going to have another of those miserable
summers? April lulled us all as growers into a false
sense of security, weather fantastic for planting and
cultivation and then came May and the cold nights and
high winds stopped everything in their tracks.

The crops in the tunnels came on very quickly and there
was barely a Hungry Gap, prices held up reasonably well
on lettuces and salad leaves and spinach hit a very
strong market. New potatoes are 2 weeks early and also
hitting a very strong market at over £800/tonne
however there is now a gap looming with many crops in
the fields which have seen little rain and little warmth.
In Wales and the borders we have had a little more rain
than elsewhere so the early broad beans are flying out.
Carrots are all being imported, as are leeks and broccoli.
This recent rain is starting to bulk crops as finally the
temperatures start to rise, we wait to see what July and
August bring.

Soil Association Organic Market Report 2011

Sales of organic products fell 5.9% to £1.73 billion in
2010 with the rate of decline slowing significantly
throughout the year.

The outlook for 2011 is cautiously optimistic. Despite
fragile consumer confidence in the wider economy, the
report shows positive signs of resilience and recovery
for the organic sector overall. The biggest success
stories were sales of organic beef (up 18%), organic
baby food (up 10.3%) and organic textiles (up 7.8%).

Organically managed land decreased by 0.6% to 738,709
hectares and now represents 4.2% of UK farmland,
equivalent to more than the combined area of Somerset
and Wiltshire. The number of UK organic producers fell
by 4.2% to 7,567 in 2010, from a record high of 7,896
the previous year.
